Referred: People with mental health needs aged 18-65 refer themselves for individual advocacy. Any people in hospital or day centres can join in user groups known as forums. Professionals and carers may phone for information. 

Referral Procedure: People requesting an advocate give basic details of their situation. These are discussed at a weekly meeting when advocates are allocated. Sometimes there is a waiting list and applicants will receive a letter if this applies to them.
